In 1995 we had our church
expansion so that we had more space for classrooms, choir and fellowship meetings.
Thank God, over the years BCBC had built up a number of missionaries, sent many
missionaries and pastors to other towns and overseas to spread the gospel. In the last two
years South Asians worship service was established in BCBC to spread the gospel to our
neighbors.
